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(Crafty) Book Talks

During this semester, each of you will be responsible for giving a book talk to the class on your reading workshop book and focusing on craft. Each book talk will take 5 minutes and include the following: 

· Title of the book and author

· Quick little summary of the plot (without giving too much away) 

· Element of craft you do want to emulate or element of craft you do not want to emulate

Some examples of craft elements: 

· Characterization

· Diction (specific word choice) 

· Syntax (the order of words in sentences)

· Symbolism

· Plot

· Paragraphing
· Foreshadowing

· Argument/Claim

· Dialogue

· Setting

· Allusion

· Metaphor/Simile
